Tokeepin mind this significanceof this place,a trust wasfoundedin 1920to build a memorialsite at
JallianwaldBagh. Americanarchitect, BenjaminPolk, built the memorialsite whichwasinauguratedby
the then Presidentof India,RajendraPrasal on 13 April 1961.
